The importance of imaging in gynaecological diseases is undisputed. With 3D ultrasound applications winning
ground MRI-like multislice technology makes assessing images more and more accurate. With increasing frame
rate 4D (real time 3D) ultrasound is not far away and virtual endoscopy becomes a fact, in this way merging en-
doscopic and ultrasound imaging.

Technical innovations play an increasing role in endoscopic developments, such as miniaturisation, ergonomics
and robotics. Therefore biomedical engineers are invited as speakers and as delegates so as to expose congress
delegates to their innovative ideas.

The industry will present new technologies, which make surgical procedures, even the most advanced ones
easier or may replace them by lesser invasive alternatives.

Especially in endoscopic surgery, simulation as a training tool is being introduced to prevent the patient from
suffering from the learning curve of the surgeon. In particular virtual reality training is promising as it enables
electronic registration of skills and instant feedback to the trainee. Eventually the training routines can be per-
formed at home using a personal computer over the internet.

A congress visited by
OR personnel and surgeons serves the purpose of joint training and improves the collaboration in the operating
room.

ACCESSIBILITY

There are seven trains an hour from the airport Schiphol www.schiphol.nl to
Central Station www.amsterdam.info/transport/station. Trains are fast and reli-
able with a journey time of about 20 minutes.

Tickets (€ 6.70 return) can be purchased at the Ticket Corner Office just after the
passport control on your left hand side.

Leave Amsterdam Central Station via the North exit (follow the signs for “Noord”).
After leaving the station, go to the right along the water. After passing the bridges,
the Moevenpick Hotel and the PTA are visible to the left. Walking distance from
central station is approximately 10 - 15 minutes.

Arriving at Central Station you can take a taxi at the exit that leads to the city
centre. Here, you will also find tram 26. Get out at the first stop (Muziekgebouw].

Follow the road until you have passed through the Piet Hein Tunnel. At the end of
the tunnel turn right, following the signs for ‘Centrum and Centraal Station’. You
will pass three traffic lights; after the fourth light turn right.

The entrance to the public parking is situated in front of the PTA. It is not possible
to reserve a parking place. The costs are € 3 per hour and € 30 per day.

- Avoid the use of symbols.

- Standard abbreviations are accepted in the text. Unusual ones should be in
brackets after the word first appears. Do not use abbreviations in the title.

- Please ensure that your abstract does not contain any errors in spelling,
grammar or scientific facts as it will be reproduced exactly as you type it.

- Presenting authors, whose abstracts are accepted for presentation, must
register for the congress and pay the (early) registration fee.
